	INSTRUCTIONS

1. For changes required to be notified in accordance with ORO.GEN.115 (b) and ORO.GEN.130 (c), the operator shall supply the HCAA with intended changes in advance (at least 30 days) of the effective date, as defined in the operator’s procedure, approved by HCAA in accordance with ARO.GEN.310 (c).  
2. For changes to the operator’s documentation as required by Annex III (Part-ORO), safety policy and procedures associated with prior approval items in accordance with ORO.GEN.130, approval shall be obtained before the amendment becomes effective.  Documentation changes associated with the change of an operator certificate should be submitted at least 30 days before the date of the intended changes.

3. The conditions for temporary revisions should be described in the OM, ensuring compliance with ORO.GEN.130. 

4. The conditions for immediate changes required in the interest of safety should be described in the OM, considering that they may be published and applied immediately, provided that any approval required has been applied for.

5. The OM and its changes must be compliant with approved aircraft flight manual (AFM) and be amended as necessary.
6. A single Form can be used for multiple changes which do not require prior approval (ORO.GEN.130(c)).

7. One Form shall be used for each change which requires prior approval (one item per Form) (ORO.GEN.130(b)).

8. If a change which requires prior approval results in several other associated changes which do not require prior approval, one Form shall be used for all changes. 

9. Instructions for the completion of the list of changed items:

(1) Reflect the requirement set out in the Annex associated with changed item (e.g. ORO.AOC.135 -Personnel requirements).
(2) Enter references to all your Operations documents associated with the changed item (e.g. OMA, OMB/MEL, SMSM, GOM, FDM, CCM, etc.) in the two different columns:  either as items need to be approved or items need to be notified to HCAA.
